The World Teachers’
Day was conceptualized
by the United Nations
Education,  Scientific
and Cultural Organiza-
tion (UNESCO) and
was inaugurated on Oc
tober 5, 1994 . It aims to
celebrate yearly the es-
sential role of teachers
in providing quality edu-
cation at all levels.

The celebration also commemorates the anniversary of the
1966 signature of the UNESCO/ILO Recommendation Con-
cerning the Status of Teachers. UNESCO believes that educa-
tion, culture and communication are the means to building
peace.

October 5 was selected as the date to internationally celebrate
our teachers because on that date in 1960, a special intergo-
vernmental conference adopted the UNESCO recommenda-
tion concerning the Status of Teachers. For the first time, this
recommendation gave teachers throughout the world an in-
strument that defines their responsibilities and asserts their
rights. In adopting the same, governments unanimously recog-
nized the importance for society to have competent, qualified
and motivated teachers.
